Evaluation:

Summative Assessments (SA)

the end of each term.

Evaluation for Senior Secondary:

All the evaluations at the Senior Secondary level are formal. It consists of Diagnostic Tests, Unit
Tests, Half Yearly Examination and Annual Examination.
